World Hillel Organization

Hillel, the largest Jewish student organization in the world which deals with
strengthening Jewish life on campuses, is currently repelling a wave of
anti-Semitic attacks on an unprecedented scale - 700% more than the previous
year - on Jewish students and the State of Israel.

In the face of growing hatred, Hillel works to strengthen students, lecturers and
professionals on campuses, and educators who are leaders of public opinion, in
dealing with attacks on the ground and throughout the Internet. They utilize
various programs and initiatives aimed at strengthening the ability to respond to
the attackers and combat the tolerance shown towards manifestations of
anti-Semitism in colleges and universities.

Some of the initiatives undertaken by the organization are:

e Monitoring and reporting on manifestations of anti-Semitism on a special
website established for the purpose of documenting and saving data. A
survey conducted on the subject revealed that most students remain silent
and do not report anti-Semitic attacks. The new site allows the Jewish
students a safe place to report expressions of anti-Semitism and to receive
support and a suitable response. In addition, Hillel provides free legal advice
and a free helpline and mental support for students who have been affected
by manifestations of anti-Semitism.

e Increasing security on the campuses, in conjunction with law enforcement
and the institutions' administration.

e Help for Jewish students who wish to hold rallies of support and pride of
Israel without fear.

e Training the heads of the institutions, lecturers and administrators to
properly deal with expressions of anti-Semitism, and advocacy activities on
Jewish issues including the strong connection between Diaspora Jews and
the State of Israel.

e Encouraging and developing connections between Jewish student leaders
in universities and colleges around the world and young leaders in Israel, to
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help build a support system for the younger generation.

Hillel organization has set for itself the goal, for over a hundred years, of
establishing Jewish student communities that constitute a warm and safe home
and a place of refuge, in more than 850 educational institutions around the
world.

Today, the organization stands at the forefront warding off a complex and

hateful campaign of attacks on Judaism, Israel and Jewish students. The
organization spearheads responses, defense, and readiness to provide support
to students and continue to carry out its mission.

The Prize committee found the World Hillel Organization worthy of the 2024

Katz Prize, for being a model of mutual responsibility, heroism and
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protect threatened students on campuses and bringing the side of world
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world, both in normal times and in times of war.
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
